The Regular meeting of the City of Buffalo City Common Council was called to order by Mayor Dan Wicka.  Roll call: Schuh, Lorenz, Anderson, Seitz. City Superintendent: Baker.  Citizens: Matt Ward, Kevin Mack, Bruce Burmeister, Jenny Ehlenfeldt, Tim Bossert, John Danzinger.  The meeting was held as noticed.  Motion Anderson, second Lorenz to approve minutes from March 14, 2011 meeting.  All yes, motion carried.

Bruce Burmeister from Tri-Community Fire Department presented information on MABAS-Mutual Aid Box Alarm System.  MABAS helps cover if there is a major incident.  This will help Tri-Community Fire Department and Scenic Valley Ambulance.  It is all volunteer.  Two resolutions are needed from the City.  Motion Seitz, second Anderson to adopt resolutions B & C for MABAS.  All yes.  Motion carried.  

Recreation:  Tim Bossert and Jenny Ehlenfeldt, representing Little League, presented a partial financial report to the council with other information of plans Little League had for practice, fundraisers, improvements and coaches.  Motion Seitz, second Lorenz to approve coaches and improvements with background checks approved.  All yes, motion carried.  Lorenz questioned about putting benches and garbage cans by the basketball courts in the park.  Baker to look into supplies that we already have.   
Public Works:  Crack sealing will start when the weather permits.  Road bans on through April 12, 2011.  

Finance:  Wicka informed council the City’s transportation aid went down about 3%-$37,365; state aid-$64,048 and census went down 1023.   
Cemetery:  Clerk to work with mayor and cemetery sexton to set up meeting.
Riverfront:  Order was placed for 10th Street dock.  Purchase price was $11258.00 with 4 poles.
Building:  Eight permits and one extension were received.  
John Danzinger questioned council about purchasing lots 1136 and 1137 from the City.  He is buying house on 16th street and would like to build a garage.  Needs more land to build.  Discussion.  Clerk to check with Chambers about selling land.  Tabled for May’s meeting.  
Thank you note from JB Bremer and Carl Schultz was read.

Mayor:  Discussion about ATV route.  Signs will cost approximately $32-35 per sign.  Council would like to talk with residents for more input.  Tabled until May.  US Cable will be pulling out all equipment.  They are donating the tower to the City for the Fire Department to use.  Motion Lorenz, second Schuh to accept the contract donating the tower to the City.  Roll call:  Anderson-no, Schuh-yes, Lorenz-yes, Seitz-yes.  3-yes, 1-no.  Motion carried.  Discussion about Panda Wagon being in the park selling food.  Consensus of council to leave alone at this time.       
Clerk:  Election was held on April 5, 2011.  209 voted.  Mack will be replacing Anderson and Schuh will continue.  Clerk will be attending the District 3 meeting and Board of Review training on Friday, April 15, 2011.  Office will be closed that day.  Reorganizational Meeting and 2nd April Council meeting will be held April 18, 2011 at 7:00pm.  Council members to turn in their hours and meetings attended.  Motion Lorenz, second Schuh to approve operator’s license for Kujak.  All yes, motion carried.  City Wide Garage Sales will be held weekend of May 13 and 14, 2011.     
Motion Anderson, second Lorenz to pay bills.  Roll call.  All yes, motion carried.

Motion Anderson, second Lorenz to adjourn meeting.  All yes, motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:27 pm.
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
