Health & Safety:  Clerk to send letter out to property owner on Spring Lake Road with unlicensed boat sitting in yard.  Also letter to property owners of 13th & Herman and 6th and Humboldt to trim hedges and bushes for vision clearance.

Recreation:  Benches were painted and placed by basketball court.  Sandpoint pipe needs to be replaced.  Baker to look into what needs to be replaced.  Little League has started practices.
Public Works:  Crack sealing is finished.  Pot holes will be fixed.
